2011 Fall Financial Stewardship Update

Through the Fall financial Stewardship emphasisyw Beginnings: My Opportunity for
Giving, we were challenged to make two committed choices in our financial stewardship fof the
fiscal year 2012.

We were challenged to take a close look at what we have been given, what portion yve are
giving as offerings, and commit to increase our GIVING by at least 1% .

We also were challenged to return an Estimate of Giving Card to plan our giving so {hat
our Finance Committee, Congregation Council, and other leaders can plan for our ministri¢s to-
gether.

As of December 20, 2011:

17 48 % of the members of the congregation returned an Estimate of Giving card, represefting an
4% increase over the 2010 Stewardship response.

17 A 16% increase in giving was indicated through these returned Estimate of Giving cards.

Thank you to all the members who have returned their estimate of giving cards. Members
are encouraged that even though the end of the year is near or past that a planned giver gds the
congregation in pursuing its mission and ministry.
